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‘Mercury is hard to see from earth, also is called a inner planet
because is the closest planet to the sun. Mercury is bright because it
‘comes closer to us than any other planet except Venus and Mars.
‘Because mercury orbits so close to the sun , we do not see Mercury
‘against the dark background of the night sky. Mercury is visible only
during twilight hours, either low in the east just before sunrise or
low in the west just after sunset.
The early Romans named Mercury after the messenger of their
'gods because it appeared to move more quickly through the sky than
did any of the other planets. Mercury has the name of Messenger is a
‘MErcury Surface, Space ENviorment GEochemist and Ranging
That's why it means Mercury. Mercury ’s average distance from the
sun is 36 million miles , about 1/3 of earth’s 93 million miles.
Mercury only takes 88 earth days to orbit the sun, or one Mercury
year. Mercury is the 2nd smallest planet (after Pluto) , just 3,030 miles
across. Mercury has no moons. Mercury, Venus, and Mars are called

inner planets. Mercury changes it shape from day to day. Mercury
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takes 59 earth days to spin once on its own axis, or one Mercury day.
Mercury’s density is 5.4, which means the planet is 5.4 times heavier
than an equal amount of water. Mercury has a heavy core of molten
iron, about 2,250 miles across Mercury has a rocky surface or crust,
floats, on this underlying layer. Mercury is an almost airless planet.
Mercury has a temp. over 750 degrees (f),hot enough to melt lead.
During the night Mercury drops to -300 degrees (f) colder than the
coldest temp.Mercury is the god of commerce for the Romans, this
planet receive its name because it moves so quickly around the sky.
Mercury has been known since the 3rd millennium BC. Mercury was
given 2 names one is Apollo for its apparition in the morning, and
Hermedes for an Evening star the names belong to the same planet.
Heraclitus believed that Mercury and the Venus orbited around the
sun, not the Earth. The only spacecraft that has visited Mercury is
(Mariner 10),this Spacecraft has visited Mercury 3times in 1974&1975.
‘The only part that is mapped is that surface and it is 45%,and is to

‘hard to be seen because the sun hits Mercury and is to difficult to
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take pictures. The surface of Mercury is really rocky, and is really hot
because the sun strikes Mercury and it makes it volcanoes to explode
really hot lava. Mercury has a small magnetic field whose strength is
about 1% of Earth’s. Mercury has no known satellites, Mercury is
often visible with binoculars or even the unaided eye. Mercury is the
only planet closest to the sun and is really hard to take images of the
planet. This planet can’t be seen during twilight because the sun is
hitting right through it and is hard to take images. In addition to the
heavily terrain, Mercury also has regions of relatively smooth plains.
Some may be the result of ancient volcanic activity but some may be
the result of the deposition of ejecta from cratering impacts. A
reanalysis of the Mariner data provides some preliminary evidence of
recent volcanism on Mercury. But more data will be needed for
confirmation. Amazingly, radar observations of Mercury’s north pole
(a region not mapped by Mariner 10) show evidence of water ice in the

protected shadows of some craters.
