Instructions for Scanning, Changing and Printing a Photo.


Turn on the Computer, Scanner and Printer.


Place your photo, face down on the scanner bed in the top right hand corner, by lifting the scanner lid and placing the photo.


Open the program named Adobe PhotoShop. (It takes a long time to open.)


Click on the word File, so that the menu drops down.


Place your cursor on the word Import and slide it over to where it says HP Precisionscan Pro 3.1....  Click on that name.


A new window will open.....wait for the scanner to warm up.


The scanner will scan your photo and show it to you on the screen.


Your cursor will become a +.   By holding down the left mouse button, draw a box around the piece of the photo that you what to keep. Let the button go when you are done.


�Go to the #2 on the screen and click the down arrow button.  Choose Grayscale.  Your photo will now be Black and White.


Go to #4 and click the   (  button to return to Photoshop.


Click on the word Image, then click on Image Size.


Find where it says Document size - Width.  Type in the number 8 next to Width.  Click OK.


Now your photo is large.  To see all of it, Click on the word View.  Click on Fit on Screen.


Click on the word Filter, then on the word Artistic.  Click where it says Cutout.  A new screen will appear.


Find where it says No. Levels, type the number 8.  Find where it says Edge Simplicity, type the number 1.  Find where it says Edge Fidelity, type the number 1. Click OK. (This may take awhile.)


Click on the word File, then Click on the word Save.  Type your first and last name in the highlighted box.  Click Save.


Click on the word File, then Click on the word Print.  Click OK.
