Being a parent is hard. I can especially say that for my mom. I can say that of myself. I'm not a parent but I've been one most of my life. I'm the first of five children who didn't have the best childhood. M y earliest memories are of my dad beating my mom. It was always my job to watch the little ones and make sure that if my dad were drunk they'd stay out of his way. It wasn't until I was sixteen that it all ended when I finally got my mom to call the police. My dad doesn't stay with us any more and I never see him. Through all of the hate, physical, and emotional pain I learned things that it takes people their whole lives to learn if they learn them at all.

Being able to comfort a troubled child is one of the greatest feelings you can have. On nights when my dad would be especially brutal my brothers and sisters would sneak into my room because they were afraid. When my parents were hung over I had to feed and take care my brothers and sisters. I wasn't able to go play. I didn't think it was fair, I hadn't wanted to be so responsible. I was only a kid but because there wasn't someone to assume the parental role I had to do it whether I wanted to or not. I learned responsibility will come if I want it to or not so I should just take care of what comes at me and not feel sorry for myself.

There isn't any one person who will never need help in their lives. I learned that when it took me to call the police because my mom was too afraid to. That little push gave her courage to finally stand up for herself. I learned when I need help it's there. My

aunts and uncles really helped us the first two years when my dad left. The whole time I seemed trapped in a world of violence without any hope of escape, then it was all over and I would never have to go though it again. I laugh at myself for not ending it earlier but I didn't know then that it wasn't a hopeless cause.

The whole situation wasn't fair. I hated seeing my siblings hurt and my mom beat. Why was this only happening to my family? I learned that things happen without my having to understand it and I had only to accept it or to change it but the meaning will come out later.

These experiences shaped the person I am. I hate to see women or children hurt because it takes me back to my childhood. I can't be yelled or blamed for something I'm not guilty of because now I have a choice whether to listen. I 'll always fight for what I know to be right because I know I am able to cause a change to be made. Having gone through this situation I am able to help other kids who are going through or have gone through the same thing. Had I never experienced I wouldn't understand what I do now' or be the person that I have become.
