Sign up for your element and start gathering information from the sites on the Hotlist.  Whether you choose to make a poster highlighting important information about your element, or create a Powerpoint presentation, the following information should be included (not necessarily in this order):

· Name of the Element and Chemical Symbol (H for Helium, Na for Sodium, etc.)

· Location of the element in the Periodic Table (is it a metal? Nonmetal? Metalloid?)
10 pts
· Vital Statistics such as atomic number, atomic mass




10 pts
· Isotopes that occur naturally—how many protons, neutrons, electrons?

· Identifying Characteristics such as density, color, state at room temperature,



melting/boiling point, hardness, conductivity, reactivity, flammability, etc.

· Where/How is the element found in nature—is it “pure” (uncombined with other


elements) or always combined with other elements?  Which ones?

· Examples of the element as we might see it or use it




10 pts
· Diagram of an atom, with the correct number of protons, neutrons, and electrons--


for full credit, research and represent the electrons in their proper “shells”

· Visual Appeal—make it look good!  Be neat, and use color, graphics, visuals, etc.--


put forth the effort to make your project something that the rest of us want to 


look at and learn from.
